State Conservationist will:

Colorado will have an interdisciplinary Technology Support Team with members appointed by the State Conservationist. 

           (i)
The Team will provide recommendations for Information Technology components of the Colorado Strategic Business, and Technology Plans.  They will review information technology needs from the field and all disciplines and recommend appropriate actions.  They will review current implementation, support and training for information technology applications, and recommend appropriate actions.

           (ii)
Information technology needs identified in the field shall be forwarded through Area Conservationist to appropriate discipline specialists and the State Technology Support Team.  Employees are encouraged to submit suggestions and locally developed information technology applications to support and document agency business and programs but they must be reviewed for technical adequacy and approved by Area Conservationist.  Locally developed applications intended for distribution to other offices must include documentation including training support components.  Use of commercial of the shelf software (COTS) outside of NRCS and CCE nationally approved software must be approved by the State Conservationist. Policies in the National IRM Manual (NIRMM 509) will be followed regarding testing and certification, and approval and coordination by SIRM.
