§CO481.0 Purpose

The purpose of this Part is to state Colorado policy and procedure for interagency consultation to avoid or mitigate adverse effects of proposed activities on rivers designated in the Nationwide Rivers Inventory, and those designated for study for inclusion in the National Wild and Scenic Rivers system.

CO481.1 Authority

(a) These inventories were developed by the National Park Service (NPS) to protect, as provided by the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), Executive Order 11514, and the Council on Environmental Quality regulations, those rivers or segments of rivers that posses values of national significance.

(b) This part includes two exhibits indicating rivers or segments of rivers in Colorado that are of national significance. Exhibit 1 lists Colorado's designated Wild and Scenic Rivers. Exhibit 2 lists Colorado's Nationwide Rivers Inventory rivers.

CO481.2 Policy

The Environmental Evaluation (EE/CPA-52) procedure will be used in all planning and will indicate potential adverse effects of proposed NRCS activities involving listed streams. Prior to any action involving NRCS participation that may affect values on these listed streams, it shall be the policy of NRCS in Colorado to contact the State Resource Conservationist who will consult with the appropriate agency (ies) to determine ways of avoiding or mitigating potential adverse effects. Activities such as clearing and snagging, riprap and bank stabilization, diversion structures, roads, bridge, fords, recreation area, timber harvest, channelization, landfill, and impoundment are some examples of activities which could require consultation if done on an inventoried reach of river.

CO481.3 Permits

The consultation process does not preclude necessity for obtaining permits, such as Section 404 permits, for some NRCS activities on streams.
