SUBJECT:  LTP – Clarification of Use of State Cost List and Components for FY2004

TO:  All Colorado NRCS Offices
PURPOSE:  To provide instructions on the use of components in the development of local cost lists for FY2004 Program activities.

EXPIRATION DATE:  September 30, 2004

The current, approved, FY 2004 Colorado State Component List was provided to you in October to be utilized in developing your local cost lists for use with FY 2004 cost share program activities.  There has been a significant issue raised in regards to the appropriateness of some components with certain practice codes.

The current database has been developed to plan valves and appurtenances, along with other components such as gates, structural steel, etc., generally utilized with the various Irrigation Water Conveyance practices (430-DD, HH, etc.) under the Structure for Water Control practice code number 587 only.  The wording of the practice standard for Structure for Water Control (587) indicates, “It does not apply to structural components of irrigation pipelines or to surface drains or grade-stabilization structures”.
John Andrews, State Conservation Engineer, has indicated that the National Practice Standard is being revised and will no longer contain that wording.  In the interim, an interpretation has been made that planning these valves, appurtenances, and associated components under practice code 587 is allowed.  These will be considered as separate practices and not a “component” of the Irrigation Water Conveyance (430 practices).  It is therefore allowed under the 587 specification.

For FY 2004 activities, you are instructed to plan these valves, appurtenances, and associated components under practice code 587 and the actual water conveyance structure under the appropriate 430 practice standard.
This interpretation is in accordance with NRCS policy and procedure and will save a significant amount of extra work on the part of employees at the Field, Area, and State office levels in relation to the cost list procedures and cost share contract activities.
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
