Criterion #1:
Develop a seed mix for this enhancement activity from the appropriate seeding matrix in the “Native Mixes for Activities ANM 21” spreadsheet or use Plant Materials Tech Note 59 to determine the suitable grasses and forbs for the mix.  In the seeding matrix there are six separate tables that reflect variations in soils and ecological site descriptions (ESDs).  Only native species are allowed in these mixes.  The seed mix must meet criteria defined in the ANM 21 Activity Sheet.  For Colorado we will require a minimum of 5 grass and 3 forb species.  Use the “CO-ECS-5” for documenting the seed mix, planting, and landowner certification.  Forbs should comprise no more than 25% of the seed mix.  Payment cannot be made for prairie restoration on both this enhancement and ANM 22."

The primary nesting and fawning season is from March15-July 15
