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“Using nitrogen provided by legumes, animal manure and compost to supply 90 to 100% of the nitrogen needs”


Plans that include compost and or manure applications must meet Colorado Nutrient Management 590 Additional Criteria to Properly Utilize Manure or Organic By-Products as a Plant Nutrient Source including annual soil and organic amendment sampling and analysis and risk assessment for phosphorus runoff. Legume nitrogen credits

For alfalfa, sweet clover and red clover, estimate nitrogen credits based on the Nitrogen Credits for Previous Crops table included in the Colorado Nutrient Management 590 Job Sheet.
