Species that will benefit from windbreak renovation:  house sparrow, chipping sparrow, dark-eyed junco, house finch, wrens, common grackle, brown-headed cowbird, Brewer’s blackbird, starling, American goldfinch, robin, pheasant, mice, fox, squirrel, skunk, raccoon, blue jays, rabbit.

Most native Eastern Plains grassland birds (e.g. mountain plover, burrowing owl, Cassin’s sparrow, grasshopper sparrow, lark bunting, etc.) will not only not benefit from this activity, but they are likely to be harmed, as blocks of trees fragment habitat and provide unnatural perches which increase predation. 
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
