Creating forest openings to improve hardwood stands


Applicable hardwood stands are limited to regenerating, enhancing, and maintaining native aspen and cottonwood stands throughout Colorado.

Regeneration practice will allow for successful regeneration of aspen and cottonwood through effective removal of clones and overstory to allow for regeneration and establishment.

Regeneration will be protected from browsing by livestock and wildlife when necessary and feasible.
