1.	Evaluate probable pesticide applications with the Windows Pesticide Screening Tool (WIN-PST) version 3.1.  (http://www.nrcs.usda.gov/wps/portal/nrcs/detailfull/national/technical/tools/?&cid=stelprdb1044769)
2.	For WIN-PST 3.1 soil-pesticide interaction risks (leaching and or runoff) that are intermediate or greater for identified site-specific pesticide-related resource concerns, evaluate the potential of existing and or planned conservation practices and existing IPM techniques to mitigate the identified risk. 
3.	If pesticide drift, volatilization or pollinator direct contact, are identified site-specific pesticide- related resource concerns, evaluate the potential of existing and or planned conservation practices and existing IPM techniques to mitigate the identified risk. 
 4.	If mitigation is insufficient to address identified site-specific pesticide-related resource concerns, plan and apply new IPM techniques that are appropriate to mitigate the identified risk. 
5.	Record site-specific pesticide-related resource concerns, WIN-PST 3.1 soil-pesticide interactions, existing and planned conservation practices, existing IPM techniques and new planned IPM techniques in a Colorado Integrated Pest Management (595) Mitigation Worksheet / Job Sheet.
