* Further Clarification of eligible areas for the Southwestern Willow Flycatcher:

Use an aerial photo, SVAP2, or state-developed stream/riparian assessment of the property to delineate the width and length of the riparian vegetation adjacent to the stream.  ALL of this area is potentially eligible for WLFW funds to improve habitat for Southwestern Willow Flycatcher.  IN ADDITION, the transition zone between uplands and the wetted areas of streams and rivers could be eligible if practices protect the riparian area.   An example would be grazing land immediately adjacent to the green line vegetation at its farthest extent from the streambank, where practices such as Fence and Watering Facility can be installed and would prevent livestock from trampling riparian vegetation.
