Wildlife Issue
All projects must have 1) wildlife habitat improvement as the primary intent for use of funds and 
2)  the plan reviewed and approved by an NRCS Wildlife Biologist or the appropriate CDOW Habitat Biologist prior to ranking.

1.) Habitat for At-Risk , Declining Native and Economically Important Species- 
Points will be assigned based on a weighted percentage of acres for each offered habitat type. 
Example: Total of 10 offered acres.  5 acres are short grass prairie and 5 acres are dry cropland.  The short grass acres are eligible for 50% of 40 points (20) and the dry cropland acres are eligible for 50% of 30 points (15) for a total of 35 points.
