Grassland Reserve Program (GRP)
Easement Compensation Values for Colorado

Fiscal Year (FY) 2011
The Secretary of Agriculture is required to pay as compensation for a GRP easement the lowest of the following three values:
1.  The “fair market value of the land encumbered by the easement” (as determined by an appraisal or a market analysis).  
A market analysis was completed to establish average values for lands suitable for enrollment in GRP.  GARCs were developed based on that information. 

2.  The amount corresponding to a geographical cap.  
Colorado will offer compensation based on the location of the offer.  See attached map. 

3.  The offer made by the landowner.  A landowner offer is not required to make an offer, but during a competitive funding cycle, a lower offer may improve the chances for funding.
