The Lakewood MO created a macro to automatically update some features in Official Series Descriptions. These features have had changes to nomenclature within the past several years, hence many older OSDs are outdated.  Although designed for updating OSDs, this macro has also been used successfully to update Taxonomic Unit Descriptions; but there is no guarantee that it will work perfectly for all TUDs all the time.
There is no way to see the edits being made unless Track Changes is turned on. That may be a good idea if you want to confirm each edit.
The macro converts the following terms:

Steps to Install the Macro:

With this document open in Word, click the ‘Tools’ menu,   then ‘Macro’,   then ‘Macros’.   In the Macros box, click ‘Organizer’.  In the ‘Organizer’ box,   click the ‘Macro Project Items’ tab.  On the left side, under the heading ‘Macro Project Items available in:’  make sure the document ‘MO6 OSD macro.doc’ appears. On the right side, ‘normal.dot’ should be displayed.

In the large box on the left side, highlight the macro ‘osd_update’  Then click the ‘Copy’ button to copy this macro to the ‘Normal.dot’ side.  Close the ‘Organizer’ box.

You have now copied the macro to your ‘normal.dot’ template.  If prompted when you exit, save changes to the ‘normal.dot’ . The macros will then be saved and available whenever a text file document is opened. 

Running the Macro

Load the description document you want to update. 

Click ‘Tools’ menu,   then ‘Macro’, then ‘Macros’.   In the ‘Macros’ box, choose ‘osd_update’,   then click ‘Run’.  If the macros do not appear under ‘Macros in: Normal.dot’ then it was not correctly copied over in the installation steps listed above.
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
